Its flagship event, the Bharat Ratna
Lokapriya Bordoloi Trophy Tournament, initiated in the early Fifties, still
stands tall amidst all the front ranking football tournaments of not only
India, but also in South East Asia. There used to be a time till the late Eighties
when the Bharat Ratna Lokapriya Bordoloi Trophy Tournament was the
much awaited annual tournament for almost all the top football clubs of
India as well as Southeast Asia . It was the biggest crowd puller sporting
event of the Northeast. However, with the passage of time as many new
tournaments came into existence, and, the FIFA calendar became hectic
making almost every tournament of Asia face various unforeseen
constraints. However, Bordoloi Trophy is still one of the most prestigious and
popular football tournament of the country.
Not only the Bharat Ratna Lokapriya Bordoloi Trophy Tournament but
also the Guwahati Super Division Football League has also been one of the
most loved and competitive sporting event of Assam. Almost every match
of the league attracts crowd which can easily be said to be more than what
BCCl domestic tournament matches enjoy in this part of the country. The
League is so competitive that even the government departmental teams are
compelled to rope in services of overseas players to match the strength of
opponents. It, indeed, helped local players to gain a lot of tactical knowledge
from the foreign counterparts.

With an aim to encourage the game of football as well as other sports,
namely cricket, volleyball, table-tennis, badminton, athletics, basketball,




hockey with scope to adding more disciplines in the near future, and, also create a
professional and competitive environment among the corporate houses, government
departments and offices, educational institutions, business entities and clubs, the
Guwahati Sports Association has recently adopted a new constitution in order to
restructure the association to cope up and meet the expectations, aspirations of all
stakeholders in the field of sports.

Division League and introduce the Guwahati Premier Football League involving
corporate/government/institutions teams along with two top clubs vying the proposed
flagship championship.
